The teams will compete in a scramble-format putting match over a specially designed nine-hole miniature golf
course. The team with the lowest gross score will take home an additional $10,000 for that team’s charity. The

second-place charity will receive a $7,000 bonus, and third place will take home an extra $3,000.

Area charities with teams committed to participate currently are: Marygrove, sponsored by Drury Hotels;
Ranken Jordan Pediatric Bridge Hospital, sponsored by Associated Couriers; Good Shepherd Children & Family
Services, sponsored by Carlos and Rebecca Saenz; Hawthorn Leadership School for Girls, sponsored by The

Mulcahy Family. The remaining charities and sponsors will be announced at a later date.
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“RSM has a strong history of giving back to the communities where our 13,000+ people live and work across the
U.S. and Canada, including donating more than $28 million through The RSM Classic to date,” said Matt Harvey,
RSM Partner and Saint Louis office leader. “We’re looking forward to partnering with Ascension and other great
Saint Louis-based companies to support these ten wonderful local charities. Ascension took huge steps last year
by bringing the PGA TOUR back to Saint Louis, and the impact that had on our community was beyond measure.
